2009 National Assessment Program —
Literacy and Numeracy test results

In May this year, around one million students across
Australia in Years 3, 5, 7 and 9 participated in the
National Assessment Program — Literacy and
Numeracy (NAPLAN) tests for reading, writing,
language conventions (spelling, grammar and
punctuation) and numeracy.

From 14 September 2009, the Queensland Studies
Authority, which is responsible for the administration
of the NAPLAN tests in Queensland, will commence
distributing results to schools across Queensland.
Every student who participated in the 2009 NAPLAN
test will receive an individual report containing their
results.

This report provides a range of information about your
child’s performance on each of the literacy and
numeracy tests. It also contains a detailed guide on
what was assessed in each test and how to interpret
these results. Parents and carers are encouraged to
thoroughly read the report and the explanatory

notes.
