PLANNED EXCURSIONS FOR PREP, PREP/1 &  
YEAR 2/3 CLASSES TO AMAROO ENVIRONMENTAL 
EDUCATION CENTRE 
 
We are currently planning for the children of the above classes 
to take special one-day excursions to the Amaroo 
Environmental Education Centre (near Highfields) early next 
term.  Each day’s program will have a strong environmental 
focus and will link naturally with the childrens’ units of study

H1N1 Influenza A  (Human Swine Influenza)  
 
Last week you would have received a letter from the principal 
advising of the seven-day time out period from school for 
students returning from countries of concern that are affected 
by H1N1 Influenza A (Human Swine Influenza) and what will 
happen in the event of a school closure.  
 
The letter also contains other important information such as a 
‘frequently asked questions’ document, and is available on the 
Department of Education and Training website at 
www.deta.qld.gov.au 
 
The countries of concern currently include the United States of 
America, Mexico, Panama, Canada and Japan. For the most 
up-to-date list, visit the Australian Government’s Department of 
Health and Ageing website at www.healthemergency.gov.au   
 
Children and adolescents from the affected countries who are 
being billeted through homestay arrangements will also be 
required to observe the seven-day timeout period. Siblings and 
other household members are not subject to the timeout 
period. 
 
This seven-day timeout for school students has also recently 
been extended to children attending Queensland's early 
childhood education and care services. 
 
Good hygiene practice, including coughing or sneezing into 
tissues, disposing of used tissues and washing your hands 
with liquid soap or alcohol-based gel, can help reduce the 
spread of influenza and other common respiratory infections.
